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This research is concerned with studying carpet decorations mentioned in
drawing and their appearance in Islamic images from Persian manuscripts,
which was previously called a miniature, which is a miniature image drawn in a
manuscript book. It is divided into four chapters: The first one is concerned with
the problem of the research, its importance, the need for it, and defining the most
important terms included in. When talking about studying the decorations of
Islamic carpets contained in the depictions of Persian manuscripts, we must first
answer some important questions related to the possibility of depending on the
depictions of manuscripts, as a main source for studying the decoration in the
carpets contained in those manuscripts. One of the most important of these
questions is: Does the decoration in carpet drawings contained in manuscript
depictions embody the true designs of Iranian carpets?

The second chapter included the theoretical framework and two sections,
while the third chapter included the research procedures and analysis of the
research sample, including the research community, the research tool, and
analysis of the research sample. The fourth chapter was about the results,
conclusions, recommendations and suggestions for further studies.
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Conclusions:

1. The Persian artist continued to depict carpets in Iranian manuscripts until the end of the

ninth century.

2. The Persian artist was inspired by his themes executed on carpets through his
understanding of Islamic culture and his religious and historical influence through
many artistic and decorative designs that carry a cultural character as they reflected the

artist’s understanding of Islamic art and its history.

3. The Persian artist excelled in the use of materials and extreme skill in the way he used
bright colors and his interest in depicting landscapes, including trees, flowers, and

birds.

4. The artist was able to have great credit in the development of carpets through the
diversity of various decorative designs, which were distinguished by their splendor,

such as geometric, floral, and animal decoration.
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
