It employs decorative facades that
correspond to the tradition and geometric patterns that decorated the palace of Knossos, as
well as employing short conical columns, which is characteristic of columns in Cretan-
Mycenaean architecture.2. The main entrances are designed inspired by the famous Lions
Gate in Messina or nature environments, and use natural patterns inspired by flowers,

animals, sea creatures or symbols associated with religious rituals
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Conclusions:

1.

The use of decorative facades that are consistent with the tradition and geometric patterns that adorned
the Palace of Knossos, as well as the use of short, conical columns, a characteristic of columns in Cretan-
Mycenaean architecture.

2. The design of main entrances inspired by the famous Lion Gate of Mycenae or natural environments,
using natural patterns inspired by flowers, animals, sea creatures, or symbols associated with religious
rituals.

3. The use of murals depicting scenes from daily activities and religious celebrations, particularly those
famous at Knossos, and the use of complementary elements such as bronze, thematically inspired by
Mycenaean art.

4. The use of earthy colors, shades of brown, clay red, yellow, blue, and turquoise.

5. The furniture designs rely on handcrafts and hand-carved touches. They include seats, storage boxes, and
wardrobes, as well as cushions and woven fabrics inspired by natural scenes. Complementary elements
are employed in the interior spaces through the use of decorative mosaics to adorn entrances and outdoor
spaces. Cretan pottery, such as decorated jars and storage vessels with botanical and marine motifs, and
statues representing the Mother Goddess or Mycenaean deities, are also present.

6. The interior spaces of the palace are interspersed with natural elements, including Cretan-style gardens
inspired by Cretan rituals that took place outdoors, as well as stone fountains and natural flowers.

7. Two types of lighting are used: oil lamps, which were used in Cretan communities, and natural lighting
through large windows or decorative openings.
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
